Using the Stata Server with Remote Desktop Connection

Students enrolled in TICR classes will have access to the secure network at China Basin, and this includes access to our networked Stata Server.  To connect the server, you will need to use Remote Desktop Connection.  You can do this from any computer with a web connection including our network terminals, your computer at home, or your laptop connected to our wireless network, etc.
Remote Desktop Connection is included with all PC’s that run Windows XP or subsequent Windows Operating Systems.  In XP it is found under Start/Programs/Accessories/Communications.

Macintosh users (and users of older Windows versions) can download Remote Desktop Connection at http://psgweb.ucsf.edu/ts/RDPClient.asp.  Though all these directions and screenshots are for PC’s, the Macintosh version is very similar and has the same functions.

To open a Remote Desktop Session:

1) Open Remote Desktop Connection

2) Type 65.175.48.75
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3) Click “Connect”
4) Enter your username (delete any automatically entered numbers, slashes, etc)
5) Enter your password (for help with your username and password, contact the Help Desk)
6) Make sure the Domain is set to PSG
7) Click “OK”

You are now in control of a “remote” desktop on the Stata Server.  To open Stata, find the program under Start/Programs/Stata 10/StataMP 10.
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Each of our users has been assigned a private directory on our network on which they can save their assignments, etc.  That private directory is your “M” drive. It will appear under My Computer (accessed from the remote desktop, NOT from your computer’s local desktop) as “username at fu-hsing-d (or e)\home (M:)”
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Note: You may need to download a Stata dataset from the TICR website. To do this, open Internet Explorer from within the remote desktop window. Save the dataset on your “M” drive.  To open your dataset, just double-click on it or go to the start menu of the remote desktop and select Programs/Stata 10 and then open your dataset from the program’s File menu.
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
